First Reading: Jos5:9a 10-12
Second Reading: Cor 5: 17-21
Gospel: Lk 15: 1-3
Religious people often criticized Jesus for eating
and associating with sinners.

In today's gospel story, Jesus wants us to
know what God's mercy is like. When anyone sins
and is sorry for that sin, God rushes out at top
speed to embrace that person. Even when we feel
that we may be undeserving of God's love, Jesus
tells us that God rejoices like the father in the
gospel story.
